2 / Studio Vision

     Dance Haven is a place where kids of all ages, sizes, abilities, differences and ethnicity come together to learn how to dance, sing, minister, perform and to grow in the gifting God has given them. This is a studio where creativity, individuality and self-expression are encouraged. Our goal is to create a safe, positive, happy, modest and age-appropriate experience in which all of our students can feel comfortable and free to express themselves. We want every student and family to leave with a feeling of belonging and strive to nurture and develop talent, celebrate the achievements of all students and inspire a love and appreciation of all styles of dance and the arts. We are committed to bringing our best every week. We care about the well-being of every student and are passionate about leaving a positive mark in their lives. We love to see every student smile! 


3/ Registration
Before lacing up those jazz shoes, it’s important that all students and/or parents – whether returning or new - fill out and sign your registration form so we can ensure we have the most up-to-date contact details for you. This information includes your registration form. On the form is a section for media release form (so we can show off photos and videos of our amazing dancers in and around the studios), and a liability / waiver section to sign.

Next season: Early bird registration offer means that you will receive a voucher for the studio drawing or discount and ensures that in the event of classes reaching capacity before season kicks off, you will be guaranteed a place in the class/es of your choice. Early bird registration will happen between April-May. 
You can register in person and take advantage of the early bird special at Dance Haven any time from April 18-May 26 or at our registration week May 23-26. 


Our annual registration fee is $25 per dancer or $20 per dancer if you are military, Pastor or first responder. Registration must be paid in full prior to the end of the season’s classes in order to receive the early bird drawing or offer. Otherwise, registration is due at the time of signing up for your selected classes. Make sure you get your payment in by cash, check, money order, or Paypal. Failure to pay your registration fee in time may result in losing your place in the class or classes you signed up for. Registration Fees are non-refundable. 


We encourage all of our students and families to try a variety of dance styles and we are more than happy to accommodate trial classes for existing students who are wanting to try something a bit different. Please talk to the receptionist if you would like to try a new class and we will happily fit you in for a trial (provided the class has not reached capacity).

** REMINDER ** Don’t forget - if you refer a friend or family member to enroll during our registration week, you’ll both receive a $5 off registration fee plus an entry into the drawing! 

4/ Communication
It is our goal to respond to all enquiries within 48-hours and we will never leave a query unanswered. 6/ Code of Conduct
To ensure the smooth, safe running of Dance Haven and an enjoyable experience by all, below you will find our code of conduct. As always, we are open to feedback, so if any of the requirements outlined below are unclear or concerning, please give us a call to discuss further. We do reserve the right to dismiss or take disciplinary action on any students or parents who breach our studio’s code of conduct. Families who do not comply with their monthly fee or costume payment obligations will be charged a late fee, and or excluded from performances. External debt collection may occur when fees remain overdue and this will be at the expense of the client. Costume expenses are the responsibility of the parent, and costumes will not be issued to students with unpaid class or costume fees. 
No classes (including private lessons) or teachers are to be disturbed unless it is an emergency. If you need to use the bathroom please enter quietly and do not disturb the dancers. Parents are not to approach teachers or students during class and if messages or food/drink/medication needs to be passed on to a student, it must be done through a Dance Haven staff member or handed out during drink breaks. All parents must wait in the waiting area or outside of the studios until classes have been dismissed. Feel free to run errands and enjoy some free time while your dancer is in class. We will call you if there is an emergency.
We are unable to take responsibility for our students before or after their scheduled classes and it is the responsibility of the parent to ensure their child is picked up and dropped off on time. In the case of an emergency or unavoidable delay, please contact the studio immediately to inform us of the situation so we can keep your child calm and safe until they can be picked up. If your dancer is with us for multiple classes during one night, please have them bring something to eat or do while they wait, or, a Dance Haven staff member can give them helpful to do’s around the studio. 

Any questions or complaints must go through receptionist – parents and students are not permitted to contact Dance Haven teachers by phone, in person, or by email / social networking with studio issues unless it has been discussed with the owner first. You may also E-mail, call or text the studio with any questions or complaints. In the rare case of a parent or student showing disrespect or defamation to any parent, staff member or student, a meeting will be called immediately and dismissal may be considered at the discretion of the owner. Physical, mental, emotional or cyber bullying by parents, staff or students will not be tolerated and may result in dismissal from the studio. 

Dance Haven takes no responsibility for any stolen or misplaced property on the studio premises and we encourage our families to avoid bringing valuable items into the studio. Dance Haven management reserves the right to change teachers or schedules if necessary at any time throughout the year. If classes stay too small then classes will be joined together.  
Choreography, costuming and studio policies remain the intellectual property of Dance Haven and may not be reproduced or sold by any students, parents or staff without permission of the owner.


Student Code of Conduct:

Students are required to bring a positive attitude. We understand some days are not our best days and we will try to encourage joy as much as we can. Students are required to obey without being rude, mean or disrespectful. If a student is having an off day, they may be asked to sit down for a few minutes to regroup. If younger students can’t seem to find their listening ears for most of the class, they will not be sent home with a sticker or treasure box item. We work really hard to help dancers make the right choices, but sometimes no matter how hard we try treats just cannot be rewarded. There will be no mean talk to others, teasing, gossiping, bullying, hitting, biting, kicking or bad language allowed in class. Certain behaviors could require the dancer to go home early. Repeated times of not being nice to others could result in that student not being allowed to return. We understand some kids have lots of energy, can get upset and have times where they don’t want to obey… during those times we will work with the dancer as much as we can to try for a better outcome for the rest of class. Students are expected to come to class prepared and dressed appropriately. We understand that every once in a while, something happens and that can’t happen. It can be helpful to have one designated bag for dance class that holds shoes, brush, hair things, water bottle and snacks that can always be ready when you are in a hurry. 

7/ Age groups
Mini Movers Classes: 

We have a curriculum for all of our mini movers. The curriculum will take girl and boy dancers on adventures every class and help to encourage their love for dance.  
Mini Movers 1 is a great class for our 2–3-year-olds.  We use fun music they love while learning beginner dance moves in ballet, jazz and tumbling. We learn all about warming up, stretching, role playing, obstacle courses, prop usage, movement songs and movement activities to foster a love for dance and enhance gross motor skills. 
Mini Movers 2 is a class for 3-4 years old. The music for this class is fun and familiar to them and expands on more techniques. We do some warming up, stretching, progressions across the room (including skips, kicks and basic turning skills) as well as putting together dances. We learn tap and ballet along with prop usage, role playing, obstacle courses, movement songs, and movement activities to foster their love for dance.
Mini Movers 3 is a class for our older pre-schoolers/young elementary dancers who are 5-6 years old. The music for this class is fun and familiar to them and expands on more techniques. We do some warming up, stretching, progressions across the room (including skips, kicks and basic turning skills) as well as putting together dances. We learn tap and ballet along with prop usage, role playing, obstacle courses, movement songs, and movement activities to foster their love for dance. 
Mini Movers Hip Hop - This class is for 4-6 years old. In this class your child will be learning super fun basic hip hop skills in an imaginative way while also playing with instruments to help promote rhythm. They will skip, hop, gallop and jump to help them learn different techniques needed for dance. They will learn fun and clean steps in our fun, safe and educational environment. Our tiny hip hop dancers will also enjoy obstacle courses, movement songs, and movement activities to foster their love for dance.
Mini Movers Tumbling- This class is for ages 3-Kindergarten. Mini Movers Tumbling is a class for our younger dancers who want to tumble and have lots of energy. The music for this class is fun and familiar to them and expands on more techniques. We do some warming up, stretching, progressions across the room (including skips, kicks and basic turning skills) as well as putting together dances with beginning jazz moves and tumbling. We learn beginning tumbling moves mixed with prop usage, role playing, obstacle courses, movement songs, and movement activities to foster their love for tumbling and dance.

Elementary/Middle/High School Classes
Ballet: In this class, our dancers build on their ballet technique using creative role play, costumes, props and will thrive from positive reinforcement. As the students’ progress techniques and moves will advance. We work on a strength, balance, technique, flexibility and posture.  Moving up happens once certain skills are learned and proper technique is shown. Pointe is allowed once the dancer has danced for many years and shows lots of strength, clean technique, excellent balance and has a strong foundation in all the basic/ intermediate moves. When dancers are ready, they will be invited to dance on Pointe. 
Jazz: Jazz students are building on the basics of jazz technique to popular and age-appropriate music.  Some examples of the techniques our jazz students will learn include turns, kicks, leaps and body isolations. Jazz students also work on strength, balance, technique, flexibility and posture in a more upbeat setting. Moving up happens once certain skills are learned.
Tap: In this class students will be learning the basics of tap technique as well as building on their sense of rhythm and their confidence when it comes to performances. Our tappers love dancing to popular, age-appropriate music and getting LOUD! Every level build in technique and in the moves they are able to do. Moving up happens once certain skills are learned.
Dance Acrobatics: We’ve known for a long time that kids love nothing more than attempting and perfecting new “tricks.”  Remember learning a cartwheel? We sure do, and it’s that sense of pride and exhilaration that we love to pass on to all students. Our Acro class is taught by our qualified teachers and the class levels for this discipline are skill-based. The levels are beginner, intermediate and advanced and once our students have mastered the skills in their level, they move up to the next allowing them to develop their skills at their own pace. 
Hip Hop: Hip Hop students are building on the basics of different Urban techniques to clean and age-appropriate music.  Some of the different Urbane Street techniques could include popping, locking, break dance, whacking and more. Hip Hop students also work on strength, balance, flexibility and individuality in a more upbeat setting. Moving up happens once certain skills are learned and comfortable executing. All moves taught in Hip Hop are clean and age appropriate. We do not allow any type of sexual moves into our classes. 

Contemporary: Contemporary students are building on the basics of different styles and techniques to popular and age-appropriate music.  Some examples of the techniques our contemporary students will learn include turns, kicks, leaps, body isolation's, floor moves and using different expressions to tell a story. Contemporary students also work on strength, balance, technique, flexibility, uniqueness and posture. Moving up happens once certain skills are learned.

Musical Theatre: Musical Theatre students are building on the basics of Broadway techniques to popular and age-appropriate music.  In this class students will dance, sing, enjoy some theatrical games and act some.  Moving up happens once certain skills are learned and more comfortable executing in class and on stage. This class is great for all students who love to sing and dance and put on a show or even for the student who needs help coming out of their shell. This class is jam packed with fun and excitement. 
Competition: Competition Teams are open to all dancers ages 4 and older. Competition grows confidence, builds positive self-esteem, brings dancers out of their shells, team building, grows technique, allows students to progress at a more accelerated speed, fun, entertaining and gives dancers the opportunity to share dance at different locations and compete. 
8/ Safety 
 All of our teachers have undergone official checks allowing them to work with children. The directors and staff at Dance Haven are educated in the negative impact of inappropriate music and costume selection when it comes to performing dance routines and are wholeheartedly committed to ensuring children in all of our dance routines are not subjected to any inappropriate songs, choreography or costuming. Teachers are continually being trained and earning different certifications. Dance Haven takes no responsibility for any stolen or misplaced property on the studio premises and we encourage our families to avoid bringing valuable items into the studio. You will find within our registration sheet a liability/waiver statement. Please read this document carefully and sign it prior to the start of classes so you fully understand the rights and responsibilities of your family and our studio.


Cleaning Safety: We will be sanitizing every child on the way in and on the way out and during class. We will also be sanitizing shared items every time they are used and sanitizing things touched in between classes. Dance Haven continue to be one extra clean studio :) Please help clean the waiting area toys and table after use and put items back where they belong. 


9/ Schedule
Scheduling our classes is a huge task and we take all care to ensure that children are given classes at an age-appropriate time without long hours that may lead to fatigue or disrupt home /school life. -Hair off of face if possible

*Shoe colors are the colors we will use in recital. Those colors do not have to be worn in class.

Mini Movers 2 and 3 Classes: 

-Pink ballet shoes for girls and black ballet shoes for boys or barefoot until they have shoes

-Black tap shoes (they can use Ballet shoes or go barefoot until they have shoes)

-Leotard, leotard with shorts, leotard with skirt

11/ Fee Structure
Please find the fee structure for 2022/2023 on our class schedule. Feel free to contact our office staff if you have any fee-related questions. 
We offer the following options for fee payment:
Upfront Payment –You may pay for the season upfront, however, payments are non-refundable so please take that into account. 

Payment Due Dates Options: Monthly Tuition is due by the 15th of every month. In June, Monthly tuition is half payment and is due before the 5th of June. All Payments are non-refundable.

If a dancer leaves or is asked to leave no payments will be refunded. The current month you leave in or is asked to leave in will still require that month to be paid for. 
How to Pay:
-Cash in an envelope with your dancer’s name, amount paid and write what you are paying for on the envelope. Please try to have exact amount. I don’t keep a lot of cash at the studio. Please make sure you get a receipt for your records if you are paying with cash or by credit card. 

-Check written out to Dance Haven-Put your dancer’s name in the memo section and put inside an envelope. On the envelope write your dancer’s name and what you are paying for. All returned checks will be charged a $50 fee. 

-Money Order with your dancer’s name and what you are paying for in the memo section and please put in an envelope with your dancer’s name and what you are paying for on the outside.

-Credit Card payments may be made through PayPal.  Extra 5% Fee must be added if the friend and family option is not chosen.

If you do not pick the Friend and Family Option, I will have to charge you the 5% Fee. 

-Automatic Payment List. You may go on the list for automatic payments. There will be a 5% fee to use this option. The first of every month your credit card on file will be run with your monthly tuition amount.

-I will be looking into a few other options as well.

Overdue fees will receive a late fee of $15 per month that it is past due and if fees remain unpaid in 2 months of classes students will not be permitted to participate in their lessons. Please note: All students will be invoiced once your account is past due.
Refunds will not be issued for missed classes due to cancellation, public holidays, studio closures or when your dancer misses class. Where possible, we will arrange make-up lessons for your dancer in another age/level appropriate class. 

Monthly Tuition Is due from the first month you sign up until the end of the season even if you miss classes.  If you withdraw from classes at Dance Haven then your financial obligations will stop once your account is caught up.


If you wish to withdraw from classes at Dance Haven, it is a requirement that you notify the studio immediately or monthly tuition will still be charged. You are required to pay for the month you are currently in when you withdraw unless you withdraw at the end of the month.
12/ Attendance
Your child’s attendance in class is very important for themselves, to their peers and our teaching staff. As a member of the team, it is a commitment for you to ensure your child attends their classes on time each week and attends all lessons planned for them. Not only do absences impact the concert routines we create, it also impacts the social and confidence-building principals we work hard to foster in each age group. 

If you know ahead of time that your child will be absent due to vacations, commitments or school trips, please let us know ahead of time so the class impact is minimal. If your child is under the weather or sick, please do not attend class. We do not want to share any germs and are taking extra precautions due to Covid. We ask that you text or call us as soon as you can so we can let the teachers know.  After your child misses a class, you can schedule a make-up class with us.
13/ Social Media
 - Any comments or posts perceived to be obscene, defamatory, threatening, harassing, discriminatory or hateful towards Dance Haven, staff, students or families may subject the owner to disciplinary or legal action and will be removed from Dance Haven.
- Should you wish to engage on Social Media while identifying as a studio volunteer or employee, you may only do so with integrity, respect, and adhere to our policy’s. 
- Any content revealing or referring to studio information is not allowed to be shared online. 
- Photos or Videos taken from performances or rehearsals may NOT be posted online unless you have permission from every student’s parent in the picture.
- Identifying information of any featured minors - including names, ages or location - must be removed when posting on social media. 


14/Should I Come To Class Tonight Guidelines

*Please respect the fact that no one wants these germs, and that you are contagious even when you feel great.

*Flu- Feeling great & at least 48 hours fever free 

*Tummy Bug- Norovirus/ Gastroenteritis-

Don’t come back until dancer keeps all food down, fever free and feeling great for at least 48-72 hours.

*Rotavirus- Don’t come back to class unless 

Dancer has been keeping ALL food down, fever free & feeling great for at least 1 full week.

-Contagious Infections- Come back when the dancer has been cleared from the doc.

-Lice- 48 hours after being totally free. 

-Injured Dancer-Needs to watch unless they are too much pain

-Fever- Fever free at least 24 hours and no other symptoms

-Tummy Ache- Please stay home

-Cold- If allergies for sure use caution due to Covid. Please make sure it’s only allergies.

-Covid- If you have been around someone who has tested positive then you must quarantine for 5 days and have no symptoms to come back. Please let us know immediately if you were exposed to Covid, whether they had symptoms, if you have symptoms and the dates. 

If you test positive to Covid please let me know immediately. I need to know if you had symptoms and when. You must be out of class for 5-10 days after you have Covid. IF you come back after 5 days then a mask must be worn for 5 more days. (I will update if CDC regulations change). Please make sure your dancer does not have a fever when they come back. Must be fever free for at least 24 hours.
Do not send your dancer to class if anyone in your family has tested positive, been around someone who tested positive, or if anyone in your immediate family has symptoms. If your dancer is showing symptoms do not come to class. We want to continue to provide a safe place for everyone to dance. 

*Do not come in the lobby if you are under the weather at all. This season we continue to be extra careful. If you are not sure what germs are in your family please stay home and keep your dancer home until the germs are gone. Thank-you for understanding and cooperating. 

*Dance Haven staff may send home any child who appears to be under the weather and or sick.
Thank-You for your understanding and cooperation. All the Dance Haven team is looking forward to seeing everyone soon. Please feel free to message with any questions or concerns you may have. Please sign the bottom of this paper and bring it to your dancer’s first class stating you have read, understand and agree to what has been outlined for you. Also, if I do not have a registration sheet for your dancer or dancers, please bring that to your first class too.
